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Involve me and I learn.
“Tell me and I'll forget. Teach me and maybe I'll remember. Involve me and I will learn.” The quote commonly attributed to Benjamin Franklin, especially by foreign language teachers, fits into the trend of the new culture of learning and multi-paradigmatic pedagogy. The aim of the presentation is to talk about Student Linguistic Association NKL WAT which was established in 2021. It brings together students interested in activities in the field of foreign languages, focusing on a wide range of security issues in the context of linguistic communication. One of the main requirements for membership is the motivation to create and engage in projects, more than just high-level knowledge of the language, because it is through action that students increase their communicative competences.
Members of the NKL organize and conduct meetings and seminars on language, military terminology, politics, security and interculturality. As part of establishing and expanding international cooperation, they organize webinars, which become a field for exchanging experience, getting acquainted with foreign military universities, and, above all, establishing contacts and strengthening key competences in a foreign language. One of  the project is also creating a multilingual MilVocab application, during which students will have the opportunity to use their knowledge of other foreign languages.
