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ABSTRACT: Action research in foreign language acquisition, or generally in education, is undertaken in order to improve teaching and learning practice and it is often characterized as a repeated cycle, which includes designing the study, collecting data, analysing data, and acting. 
The first part of action research started in 2014 by identifying a research domain, which was passing the STANAG 6001 exam SLP 2 by the University of Defence students with a limited number of lessons, followed by a proposal to eliminate such conditions being subject to criticism. Blended learning was an optimal solution, on the other hand it required creating a number of online, interactive materials to enhance receptive skills, grammar and vocabulary. During the lessons teachers could primarily concentrate on productive skills.
The second phase of research cycle included two semesters of lessons and outcomes assessment. Grounded theory consisting of open, axial, and selective coding was chosen to evaluate this part of research. The detailed assessment brought us not only either positive or negatives information but in addition to that also some inspiring recommendations.  
Further endeavour was focused on eliminating the negatives, strengthening the positives, and implementing some recommended ideas into our teaching practice within ensuing academic year. Among the most often mentioned suggestions belonged:
· more samples and feedback to writing;
· need for productive skills consultations.
In an effort to comply with the advice above the Discussion Club (DC) and the International Online Communication programme (IOC) were created. IOC programme lasted just one semester but DC is still in progress. 
In the nearest future our attention will be focused on military terminology and the launch of another research cycle.
