Listening item moderation mini-workshop
The listening item moderation workshop drew participants from fourteen nations (Austria, Belgium, Bulgaria, Denmark, Estonia, France, Italy, Latvia, the Netherlands, Norway, Romania, Slovenia, the United Kingdom, Ukraine) plus SHAPE. 
Listening texts and draft items had been submitted by the participating nations in advance, to be moderated by international tester colleagues working together in groups. Some of these moderated items were presented in plenary towards the end of the session. All participants got new listening texts and items (moderated ones & work-in-progress) to take home with them for further consideration and test development. Observing test security is obviously key in this context. 
A lesson learned from this mini-workshop was that moderating items together is a very useful yet time-consuming process, and the group would have liked to have more than one and a half hour at their disposal.
